SUMMER AIRLINE SCHEDULE WILL OFFER MORE FLIGHTS, SEATS TO PASSENGERS
 
(Moline, IL /Quad Cities)   For the 2011 summer travel season, four of the airline carriers serving the Quad City International Airport are increasing flights and adding seats, beginning as early as April 5, 2011.  While many of these flights are considered seasonal, airport officials are pleased with the additional frequency.  “Any time we can offer additional options to the market place, it is a boon to everyone scheduling their travel plans,” says Director of Aviation, Bruce Carter.

Allegiant Air will add two more flights to Las Vegas effective June 3rd through August 15th,  for a total of four per week.  The flights will operate on Sunday, Monday (new), Thursday and Friday (new).  Allegiant will also add one extra flight to Phoenix/Mesa from June 7th to August 15th.  Flights will operate every Sunday, Tuesday (new) and Thursday.
  
Delta will increase their daily flights to Detroit from three to four effective June 9th, daily flights to Memphis from one to two effective June 9th and will increase daily flights to Minneapolis from two to three effective May 1st.

United Express will add an additional flight to Chicago O’ Hare effective on June 9th, for a total of seven daily United Express flights to Chicago.  Just last week, American Eagle announced that they will be offering their fifth daily flight to O’Hare, starting June 9th.  Between the two carriers, there will be twelve daily flights to O’ Hare for the summer.

Carter, elated by the announcement of these additional flights and seats said, “This is more evidence that the Quad Cities continues to grow as the airport of choice for the residents of Eastern Iowa and Western Illinois, and the carriers see the potential here.  If the response is positive and the flights do well, the carriers may consider extending these flights into fall and winter.”  

The Quad City International Airport currently offers nonstop flights to 12 U.S. Cities on five airlines, and strives to offer an ‘easier’ travel experience.
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
